BOGOR GOALS PROGRESS REPORT GUIDELINES

I. PURPOSE

The Bogor Goals Progress Report Guidelines will be implemented for reviewing 21 economies’ progress towards achieving free and open trade and investment by 2020.

II. RATIONALE FOR A REVISED MECHANISM 

In Montana, in May 2011, Senior Officials (SOM) endorsed recommendations prepared by the Committee of Trade and Investment (CTI) for a more robust mechanism to track progress towards the Bogor Goals. Background information can be found at: 2011/SOM2/021anx2. 
III. BOGOR GOALS PROGRESS REPORT GUIDELINES
(a) Format of the Individual Action Plan (IAP)  

· Economies will report on the IAP Template (annex 1) new trade and investment policies and procedures and the improvements planned for the remaining areas to fill the gap in moving closer to achieving the Bogor Goals. If policy settings remain the same from one reporting period to the next, then there is no need to collect and repeat the same information. 2010 economies
 might give emphasis to those areas where shortcomings were highlighted in the Leaders' Statement on 2010 Bogor Goals Assessment.  

· The areas to be reported will be based on the Osaka Action Agenda plus those added afterwards: 

· Tariffs

· Non-tariff measures 

· Services 

· Investment

· Standards and conformance 

· Customs procedures

· Intellectual property 

· Competition policy

· Government procurement

· Deregulation/regulatory review

· World Trade Organization (WTO) obligations including rules of origin

· Dispute mediation

· Mobility of business people

· Official websites that gather economies´ information
· Transparency

· Regional Trade Agreements / Free Trade Agreements (RTAs/FTAs)
· Other voluntary reporting areas 
· Economies will describe, in brief points only, significant new developments under each chapter heading. The information provided should be succinct but sufficient for the reader to understand the outline of the measure being described. Refer to the IAP reporting templates revised in 2004 together with 2000 APEC IAP Format Guidelines as guidance for reporting on each issue area.  
· Wherever possible entries should include a reference point (website, document, contact address, etc.) where further information can be obtained.

(b) Reporting from the Policy Support Unit  

· The Policy Support Unit (PSU) will prepare a short one- to two-page report with key highlights on members’ main achievements and remaining areas for improvement in the year of review. This would include information setting out the prevailing situation of trade and investment liberalization and facilitation of the economies, and use, where possible, indicators to facilitate the assessment. Economies would have the opportunity to examine the PSU’s report ahead of the SOM discussion, preferably with a few months’ leeway to ensure that each economy has sufficient time to review the report, make comments and highlight any factual errors, if any. Senior Officials will also have an opportunity to respond to the PSU’s report at their meeting, and also pose questions to each other, before it is finalized and made public as an independent report by PSU.
· In response to ABAC’s recommendation, the PSU will also prepare a “Dashboard” to complement the brief report abovementioned. 
(c) IAP Peer Review Process 

Regular Senior Officials’ review 

· Economies will be reviewed by Senior Officials in: 2012, 2014, and 2018.  In each previous year, the CTI will table for SOM’s endorsement the schedule to prepare the IAP submission and PSU report, taking into account the calendar for that APEC’s year.

· For 2012, economies will submit their templates by SOM1, February 2012. Senior Officials will discuss the brief reports prepared by the PSU by SOM2, June/July 2012.

Second-term review 

· Economies will be assessed in 2016, as a second term review. 

· 2010 economies might give emphasis to those areas where shortcomings were highlighted in the Leaders' Statement on 2010 Bogor Goals Assessment. 

· The host economy in 2016 supported by the APEC Secretariat and the PSU will lead the assessment based on the information provided in the IAP Template, and also information setting out the prevailing situation of trade and investment liberalization and facilitation of the economies, and use, where possible, indicators to facilitate the assessment. 
· The APEC Secretariat and the PSU could complement this assessment by using, where appropriate, data from the World Trade Organization, International Monetary Fund and other respectable sources, considering that data could be available for tariffs, but similar information for non-tariff measures, services and investment might be less visible.

Final Assessment 

· In 2020, economies will undertake a final assessment toward the achievement of the Bogor Goals. 

· The template prepared by Japan in 2010 could be used as the basis for the evaluation, to be consistent as much as possible with the 2010 assessment. 

· The host economy in 2020 supported by the APEC Secretariat, the PSU will lead the assessment based on the individual IAP reports and information provided in the abovementioned templates. 

· The APEC Secretariat and the PSU could complement this assessment by using, where appropriate, data from the World Trade Organization or other international organizations.

(d) Public Access to the IAP Information 
· The APEC Secretariat and the PSU would make the APEC-IAP website more user-friendly as well as improve its functionality, among other measures: i) the IAP Template might be divided by chapters, so users can download only the section of their interest; and ii) to include a point of contact in the APEC Secretariat to attend requests for further information. Additionally, visits to the website could be tracked. 
· The IAP Template submitted by economies and the report prepared by the PSU will be made publicly available on the internet.

	Investment
	· Online business resgistry system (November 2013) improved turnaround time for business registration and filing.

· Legislative amendments to Business Names Act and Companies Act and the respective Regulations to enable online business registration (2014).

· Launch of Personal Property Security Regitry (PPSR) onto the Investment Promotion Authority online business registry platform (May 2016)  to create a secured lending environment for banks and SMEs and access to credit market.

· Proposed amendment to Investment Promotion Act (1992) to streamline and make foreign investment screening and certification more easier and faster (2019). 

· Enactment of following key legislations for effective regulation of PNG Capital Markets in 2015 – Securities Commission Act 2015, Central Depository Act 2015 and Capital Markets Act 2015. 

· Creation of a standalone Securities Commission of PNG to supervise and regulate proper conduct of businesses in the the capital market space.      


	· Further improvement is planned to address behind the border issues for business regulatory convergence as idenfitied in the EoDB Diagnostic Study Reports. Further improvement is also planned for interfacing with Investment Promotion Authority (IPA), Internal Revenue Commission (IRC) and PNG Customs administrative operations for improved turnaround time. IPA, IRC and PNG Customs have exisiting MOUs for the above and other related purposes.IPA and IRC renewed their MOU in March 2020.   

· IPA hosted PNG Business Regulator’s Summit in September 2019 and all the key government regulatory agencies attended and the key discussion and recommendation of the Summit is for an inter-operability regulatory regime to make it easier to do business in PNG.

	Standards and Conformance


	· The National Institute of Standards and Industrial Technology (NISIT), is the government body in charge of development of national voluntary standards, accreditation of testing laboratories, certification of HACCP and food safety management systems, and custodian of PNG’s national measurement system. 

· The national voluntary standards are developed based on the ISO and IEC Standards Development Directives. The accreditation and certification programs are based on ISO 17011 and ISO 17021 respectively. The national measurement system is maintained according to protocols established by BIPM and OIML.

· The standards are developed through registered technical committees with representatives from both the private and public sectors. Most standards are adopted from the International Standardization Organization (ISO), the International Electrotechnical Commission (IEC) and Australian and New Zealand standards (AS/NZS). 

· NISIT recently took on the responsibility as Regulator for radiation safety in PNG. This will require it to adopt the necessary radiation safety standards by International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) as national standards for PNG. The Bill is being prepared for presentation to Parliament.
	· The National Institute of Standards and Industrial Technology (NISIT) Act of 1993 is currently undergoing revision. It is currently being undergoing internal consultation with the regional (and provincial consultations) being planned.

· Under the 2017 organisational restructure, the scope of standardization activities for development of national voluntary standards have expanded. The status of accreditation of testing laboratories has also been raised to cover accreditation of testing, inspection, and certification bodies in PNG. 
· Rebranding of PNG National Standards (PNGS) is currently underway.

· Under the Commonwealth Standards Network (CSN) Project, the following activities are being undertaken – (1) NISIT Standards Development Directives have been updated to reflect the recent changes in the ISO and IEC Standards Development Directive, (2) PNG Certification Services is undergoing preparation for accreditation, (3) updating the requirements for PNG Accreditation Services membership to Asia Pacific Accrediation Co-operation, and (4) training and capacity building for metrology staff in maintaining PNG’s National Measurement System.

· Amendment to the NISIT Act of 1993 has been approved by Parliament for NISIT to become the Regulator for Radiation Safety in PNG. The next step now is to develop the required Regulations. This will basically be adoption of the required Radiation Safety Standards and Regulations from International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) into the PNG context.
The CSN Project is also assisting NISIT with development of the National Quality Policy for PNG.

With the establishment of the POM CEF, the  clearance of goods has reduced to a minimum of 10 minutes.

· Customs National Border Command Centre established under the Enforcement Division 

· PNG IPR Regime: Measures to provide for the effective enforcement of IP rights

· 2005, Customs Prohibited Imports Regulations amended and “Part VI – The Importation of Goods that Infringe Upon Intellectual Property Rights” inserted.

· IPR Recordation and Intervention linked and integrated into main customs administrative and enforcement system and effectively enforced at the borders. The Register has: 23 Right Holders registered, 53 Trademark recordations and 8 copyright recordation.

· The system has been tested with 60 interventions since its establishment: 45 seized and released to Right Holders for desctruction & 5 released upon verification as genuine or parallel imports.

· 10 cases went to court with 7 decisions in favour of right holders and 3 settled our of Court.

	Intellectual Property Rights


	· National Intellectual Property (IP) Strategy developed. National IP Strategy provides a road map for development of intellectual property in the country for the next 5 years.  The National IP Strategy is a strategic roadmap that attempts to strategically guide the integration of intellectual property into national development initiatives with the goal of creating an enabling environment for increased use of the intellectual property system. The document is now before the relevant Minister of the National Government of Papua New Guinea for endorsement by the National Executive Council (NEC). 

· Establishment of Online Search Facility/Tool for Trademarks, Patents and Industrial Designs known as PNG Intellectual Property Search (http:www.ipopng.gov.pg/)
which displays over 35,000 trademarks, patents and industrial designs applications & their statuses. Collaborative effort with World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO);

· Establishment of electronic lodgements of all documents for filing of applications and correspondences with the national intellectual property office, Intellectual Property Office of PNG;

· Continued collaborative effort enforcement of intellectual property (IP) Rights via MOUs with PNG Customs Services and Intellectual Property Office of PNG including training and joint awareness workshops;

· Continued progressive work on improving intellectual property legislations particularly the Trade Marks Act (Chapter 385) and Copyrights and Neighbouring Rights Act 2000;


	· WTO Compliance_ TRIPS - Completion of amendments to Trade Marks Act by 2019. Planned to be in force by 2020. Amendments include Madrid Protocol provisions for acceptance of international trademarks under the Madrid Protocol and protection of Geographical Indications through Certification & Collective Marks;

· WTO Compliance_ TRIPS  - Completion of Copyrights amendments by end of 2020 & proposed establishment of Collective Management Societies/Organizations from 2020 to 2021;

· International Convention Ratifications - Accession to Madrid Protocol and Berne Convention, Beijing Treaty on Audiovisual Performances, Marakesh Treaty & WIPO Internet Treaties by early to mid 2020;

· Policy Improvements for development of intellectual property - Implementation of National Intellectual Property Strategy by 2021;

· MSMEs/SMEs development project – intention to collaborate with a Project with Korean Intellectual Property Agency (KIPA) and  Intellectual Property Office of PNG in 2019/2020 on developing branding project for local producers – One village one brand concept;

· Online Filing for all lodgements at the national intellectual property office, Intellectual Property Office of Papua New Guinea, a collaborative effort between IPOPNG and World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO);

	Competition Policy


	· PNG has completed the first major review of its competition policy framework, which includes a review of the competition legislation, Independent Consumer and Competition Commission (ICCC) Act 2002. 
· A comprehensive report with findings and recommendations was completed in 2017 and submitted to National Executive Council (NEC) of PNG, who endorsed the report in its entirety

· A Committee has been formed comprising of ICCC, Treasury and Asian Development Bank (ADB) officials to oversee the implementation of recommendations outlined in the report

· One key recommendation was for a National Competition Policy to be developed. Treasury is currently in the process of submitting that to NEC for endorsement 

·  ICCC (PNG’s competition agency) were pushing amendments to the ICCC Act to make merger/acquisition notification to the ICCC compulsory, should they cross certain thresholds. On 25th July, 2018 amendments were passed in Parliament
· Merger Review Guidelines were released on 5th December, 2019 to guide businesses through the new law and process to apply for Authorization, should a proposed merger/acquisition cross these statutory thresholds 
	· Further market studies planned into markets like: broadband, pay-tv, construction, etc to identify anti-competitive conduct occurring in these industries

· ICCC working on an investigative booklet, to guide officers through a refined investigative process, taking into consideration international best-practices identified through our participation in APEC forums and workshops

· The ICCC is currently initiating legislative reforms to the Harbours Act which will allow the ICCC to regulate essential port services (ESPs) in any port within PNG. Currently the Harbours Act only allows regulation for ‘declared ports’ which sets a limit for the ports that the ICCC can regulate. The ICCC currently cannot provide oversight for ESPs in private ports. Once these proposed amendments are passed it will allow the ICCC to regulate ESPs for private ports, some of these private ports are monopolies in their respective geographic areas. ICCC research has found that prices charged for essential services are substantially higher than those in declared, ICCC regulated ports.

· Proposed amendments are now with the ICCC’s Legal Service Unit and should be submitted to State Solicitor’s Office next month.

	1. Reciprocal Visa Arrangements

PNG has reciprocal visa arrangements with certain APEC member economies such as China, Philippines, Japan Singapore, etc.  This arrangement allows citizens from both economies to receive visa on arrival making their entry/exit to PNG convenient when conducting business and investment activities.

Migration Act and Migration Regulations are under review to be finalized in 2020.

2. Advance Passenger Information
Sharing of passenger information between International Airlines operating in the country and ICA prior to boarding. Still in working progress.

3. E- PASSPORTS
ICA is negotiating with international vendors to upgrade its passport to e-passport for the citizens of PNG.  The digitalizing of the passport enables travelers to have seamless entries into other countries.  This is still in working progress

4. Updating BMS

ICA is continuously working to upgrade its current Border Management System (BMS) with enhanced features. This is still in working progress.

Pacific Island Countries Trade Agreement (PICTA). Signed on 18 August 2001 and entered into force 13 April 2003. Covers trade in goods only. PNG is currently completing remaining domestic arrangements to start trading under PICTA; Current signatories are Cook Islands; Fiji; Kiribati; Micronesia, Federated States of; Nauru; Niue; Papua New Guinea; Samoa; Solomon Islands; Tonga; Tuvalu; Vanuatu.. The only truly regional trading agreement in the South Pacific region. 
The PICTA Trade in Services Protocol was endorsed by Forum Island Country Leaders and opened for signature on 28 August 2012. To date, 9 countries have signed the Protocol: the Cook Islands, Federated States of Micronesia, Kiribati, Republic of the Marshall Islands, Samoa, Solomon Islands, Kingdom of Tonga, Tuvalu and Vanuatu. PNG has not signed the Protocol.

Melanesian Spearhead Group Trade Agreement  (MSGTA) signed on 22 July 1993 and entered into force 1 January 1994. Covers only trade in goods. Current signatories are Papua New Guinea, Fiji, Vanuatu and Solomon Islands.A sub-regional trade agreement in the region. The MSGTA was revised twice, first in 2005 and recently in 2015. Its latest revision in 2015, the revised MSGTA3 is now known as the Melanesian Free Trade Agreement (MFTA), a comprehensive FTA inclusive of Trade in Goods, Trade in Services, Cross-border Investment and Labour Mobility. Was scheduled to enter into force in 2017. Howerver PNG and Vanuatu are yet to sign.
Interim Economic Partnership Agreement (iEPA) between EU – PNG/Fiji signed on 30 July 2009 and entered into force 20 December 2009. Goods only trade agreement. Current signatories are Austria; Belgium; Bulgaria; Croatia; Cyprus; Czech Republic; Denmark; Estonia; Finland; France; Germany; Greece; Hungary; Ireland; Italy; Latvia; Lithuania; Luxembourg; Malta; Netherlands; Poland; Portugal; Romania; Slovak Republic; Slovenia; Spain; Sweden; United Kingdom; Fiji; Papua New Guinea. Papua New Guinea and the European Union signed on 30 July 2009, Fiji on 11 December2009. The Agreement's provisional application started on 20 December 2009 for Papua New Guinea and the European Union and on 28 July 2014 for Fiji and the European Union.  In the process of negotiating a comprehensive EPA; Provides for reciprocal duty free market access for PNG exports to EU domestic markets, and EU exports to PNG;
 Interim Economic Partnership Agreement (iEPA) between EU – PNG/Fiji signed on 30 July 2009 and entered into force 20 December 2009. Goods only trade agreement. Current signatories are Austria; Belgium; Bulgaria; Croatia; Cyprus; Czech Republic; Denmark; Estonia; Finland; France; Germany; Greece; Hungary; Ireland; Italy; Latvia; Lithuania; Luxembourg; Malta; Netherlands; Poland; Portugal; Romania; Slovak Republic; Slovenia; Spain; Sweden; United Kingdom; Fiji; Papua New Guinea. Papua New Guinea and the European Union signed on 30 July 2009, Fiji on 11 December2009.
